AT&T COMPETITIVE GRANT PROGRAM

The AT&T Foundation is pleased to announce a competitive grant program for initiatives that integrate wireless technology into education delivery.  This $1.5 million program is focused on helping education-related 501(c)(3) public charities and government instrumentalities integrate wireless technology into their ongoing educational programs and outreach.  This integration will enhance the delivery of education in settings that engage youth and adults in life-long learning.  Grants range from $2,500 to $25,000 and are for one year.    
PROGRAM QUALIFICATIONS
Qualifying organizations include:
· School district/system foundations (but not individual schools or school 
districts without a foundation)

· Private and charter school foundations

· Colleges and universities (public and private)

· Libraries

· Museums

· Nonprofits that work on-site with public and private education institutions 
· Nonprofits that work with public and private education institutions on a project 
basis (e.g. symphonies, parks, botanical gardens, historical sites, etc.)

Qualifying technologies include:

· Cellular Networks, Applications, and Devices

· Handhelds/Personal Digital Assistant (PDA)
· Wi-Fi and other Wireless Networks

Qualifying wireless projects include (but are not limited to):

· Wireless Internet Access – high-speed access to the Internet and e-mail.

· Wireless Database Access

· Wireless Data Networking – network connectivity to enable easy sharing 
of database applications and information systems

· Text and Multimedia Messaging

· Mobile Audio and Video (for applications such as cell phone museum tours 
or enhanced learning) 

· Podcasts and Audio Casts

· WiFi on a campus 

1. The focus of the PROJECT submitted must be to integrate wireless communications technology into educational delivery for youth and/or adults. 

2. Projects must serve 51 percent or more underserved populations through any combination of the following (e.g. 31% low-income and 20% urban cluster):

· Underserved racial and ethnic groups (African-American, Hispanic/Latino, Native American, and Asian-American)

· Low-income (as defined by the U.S. Federal Government Departments of Health & Human Service or Housing & Urban Development or U.S. Census Bureau)

· Seniors (people 50 years old and above)

· Rural (places of less than 2,500 persons, as defined by U.S. Census Bureau)

· Urban cluster (places of at least 2,500 people but fewer than 50,000, as defined by U.S. Census Bureau)

· People with disabilities (physical, mental, or learning)

3. Project funding recommendations to the Foundation are made on a state-by-state basis.  Projects should be developed for the benefit of the submitting state.  Example: An Arkansas review committee will make all recommendations on Arkansas submissions, so they should include only Arkansas-based organizations.

Additionally, programs must include metrics for achieving and measuring the success
            of the project.

Grants will NOT be awarded to: 

· Individual K-12 schools, both public and private (see Qualifying Organizations)
· Individuals

· 211 Information and Referral Service Agencies

· Organizations without 501(c)(3) public charity or government instrumentality status

· Private foundations

· Programs that AT&T Foundation is currently funding

· Capital campaigns or endowments

· Facility construction or renovation

· Religious organizations for sectarian purposes

· Events or sponsorships

· Projects that include only a planning/development phase
AT&T reserves the right to limit overall funding of programs based on the total number of qualified submissions received by the published due date.  In addition, depending on the type of project submitted, a site visit may be required before the AT&T Foundation can approve the funding request.

PROPOSAL SUBMISSION


The goal of this competitive grant program is the development of projects that use wireless technology to support education delivery.  Requirements for the proposal package:  

· The proposal package should be no more than five to eight typed pages (excluding 
required attachments).
· Double-spaced with 12-point font and one-inch margins.
· Each page is to be numbered at the bottom.
· The attached proposal application is to be completed and submitted as the cover of your proposal.
· Submit one original and four (4) copies of your proposal package, identified as the “AT&T Competitive Grant Program,” to the appropriate office in your state/region as listed on the final page of this document.  Faxed copies will not be accepted.
· REMINDER:  All proposals must be received in AT&T offices by 5:00 p.m. on Friday, 
October 19, 2007.  
· It is recommended that all proposals be submitted by mail since AT&T cannot guarantee that someone will be available to accept personal deliveries.
1.  Applicant Organization (Who Are You?) 
· Provide a brief description (no more than one page) of your organization’s mission, history, and programs.

· Describe your vision of how wireless technology can support the mission of your organization and upgrade the world of the people you serve.

· Briefly describe your organization’s current use of wireless technology, if any.

2. Project Summary (Where Do You Want To Go?) 
· Provide an executive summary of your proposed wireless technology project 
[270 characters or less--including spaces].

· Provide a full description of your proposed wireless technology project.

· Describe how this project will strengthen your organization’s ability to meet its mission?

· What specific needs will this project address?

· Who will you serve with this project?

3. Project Implementation (How Will You Get There?) 
· Implementation Plan: Provide an implementation plan that includes key implementation activities, estimated timeline and who is responsible for each activity.  Please include the project’s start (after December 2007) and completion dates.

· Project Budget: Clearly describe your project budget using the attached budget form and categories.  In addition, include a short but thorough narrative in bullet point format that provides background on the budget items.  List by funder and amount, all other funding sources for this project.  If no additional funding sources apply to the project, please indicate that as well.  

· Sustainability: What plans do you have to sustain the project beyond the term of this grant?

Note:  Requests above the funding threshold of $25,000 will NOT be considered.  If your project requires funding beyond what can be sought through this initiative, it is important to demonstrate that other funding has already been secured and/or that requests are in progress.

4. Project Outcomes (How Will you Know When You’ve Met Your Goals?) 
· What specific outcomes do you expect (e.g. staff technology capacity, increased number of clients/students served, new outreach capabilities, time efficiencies, etc.)? 

· What metric will you use to measure these outcomes?

· At what intervals will you collect data?

5. Project Communication (How Will You Spread the Word?) 
· Describe how you plan to announce and to promote your proposed project.  Marketing/ publicity plans should include regular opportunities to inform the community about your project and how it successfully meets the objective of this program.  

REQUIRED ATTACHMENTS

· Completed Grant Cover Sheet.

· IRS 501(c)(3) tax determination letter and classification as “not a private foundation” under Section 509(a) of the Internal Revenue Code or evidence of being a government instrumentality.  Please ensure that your tax determination letter or evidence of government instrumentality is valid 
(i.e. expired Advance Ruling letters are not acceptable).

· A list of the current board of directors and their corporate affiliations (template attached).

· Budget information, using recommended form and an accompanying short, but thorough, background narrative (template attached).
It is very important that applications are reviewed for completeness prior to submission to AT&T.  All sections must be complete and all accompanying documentation attached as requested.  Incomplete and/or incorrectly formatted applications will not be considered.
REVIEW AND FUNDING PROCESS

All qualified proposals will be considered by a review panel and evaluated on the criteria defined within the grant RFP.  Funding decisions will be announced by the end of December 2007.
REPORT OF PROJECT RESULTS
