Descriptions in the user guide

Note that most descriptions in this guide are based on your phone’s setup at
the time of purchase. Unless otherwise noted, instructions begin from the
phone’s Home screen, which is displayed by pressing the Home button . .
Some operation descriptions may be simplified.

Screenshots and key labels

Screenshots and other illustrations in this user guide may appear differently
on your phone. Key labels are simplified for description purposes and differ
from your phone’s display.

Other notations

In the user guide, the phone may be referred to either as “phone,” “device,”
or "*handset.” A microSD™ or microSDHC™ card is referred to as an "SD card”
or a “memory card.” Embedded SIM card is referred to as an “eSIM”.

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Battery use
The following topics explain how to care for your phone’s non-removable battery.
Battery cautions

Storage: Avoid storing or leaving the phone with no charge remaining.
Saved information and settings may become lost or changed, or

the battery may become unusable. Charge once every six months if
storing or leaving unused for a long period of time.

Charge the battery
Follow these instructions fo charge your phone's battery using either an AC
adapter or via USB connection on your computer.

Charge using the Power Cord
1. Connect one end of the data cable to the USB-C port located on the bottom
of your phone.




2.Connect the other end to the power cord to a USB-C power adapter.

 For the best charging performance, use a
power adapter rated at 9V 2A.

3. Connect the USB-C power adapter to an electrical
outlet to fully charge your phone.

* Charging your phone with a USB cable
connected to a laptop will take longer than with
the power adapter.

* The phone will power off automatically when
the battery is too low. Charge the battery if this
happens. When the battery is critically low,
the phone may need a few minutes to build a
charge before turning back on. Playing games
or performing other activities while charging
may drain the batftery and cause it to power off.

The battery will gradually discharge if it is left unused for a long period
of fime. Before using the battery again, you must recharge it in order fo
power on and use your phone normally.




Install a SIM/SD Card

eSIM (embedded SIM card)

Your new phone is eSIM capable. Power on your device and follow the
on-screen prompts to get set up. Or, transfer an eSIM card from an old phone
by following the on screen instructions.

Note: Your Nano SIM card is prepaid and pre-installed.

Insert a MicroSD card (sold separately)

1. Insert the SIM pin tool (included) into the small hole on the SIM card tray
and press until the fray ejects. Remove SIM card tray.

2.Place the MicroSD card (sold separately) into the tray.
3. Gently slide the card tray back into the slof.

Mount a MicroSD card

1. If the MicroSD card is unmounted, mount it before it can be used. With a
MicroSD card inserted, swipe up from the Home screen to access Apps
and tap Settings @ .

2.Tap Storage E and select SD card from the drop down menu.

3.Tap Menu > MOUNT fo complete set up. and follow the prompts to
complete the set up.



Unmount an SD card

Always unmount an SD card before removing it from your phone to avoid
corrupting or damaging the files on the SD card.

1. From the Home screen, swipe up to access Apps and tap Settings @ .
2.Tap Storage E and select your SD card from the drop down menu.

3.Tap Menu E in the top right-hand corner and select Eject.

Your SD card is now safely unmounted. To use this SD card again, you will
need to remove (see below) and mount it again.

Remove a SD card

Insert the SIM Card Tray Pin info the small hole on the SIM card tray and
remove the SIM card tray. Pull out the card fray slot and remove the SD card.

Format an SD card

When you insert an optional SD card for the first time, it is recommended that
you format it on your phone.

Note: Formatting your SD card will erase all files on the card. Make sure to
back up your files in another location before formatting.

1. From the Home screen, swipe up to access Apps and fap Settings @ .
2.Tap Storage E and select SD card from the drop down menu.

3.Tap Menu ¢ and select Format or Format as internal, then fap FORMAT SD
CARD fo confirm.

All data on the SD card will be erased, and the card will be formatted for use
on your phone.

Touch and hold your finger with slight pressure, then
move your finger slowly across the screen to drag. While
dragging. do noft release your finger until you have
reached the target position.
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Rotate

Rotate the phone sideways to automatically change

the screen orientation from portrait o landscape. When
entering text, you can turn the phone sideways to bring
up a bigger keyboard. See ‘Touch screen keyboards” on
page 38 for more details.

Note: To activate Auto-rofate mode, swipe up from
Home screen fo access Apps and tap Settings >
Display {3} > Auto-rotate screen, and slide the switch
fo the On O position. You can also activate it by
dragging the Status bar down twice and tapping

Auto-rotate ‘L:l .

Pinch and spread

Use your thumb and forefinger in a pinching motion
on your screen to zoom out, or spread them fo zoom in
when viewing a picture or a web page. (Move fingers
inward fo zoom out and outward to zoom in.)

Complete the setup screens

Once your service has been activated, you will need to run Setup. The
Setup Wizard will appear to guide you through the basic seftings on your
device. You will be prompted to select the language you want to use, set up
your Wi-Fi connection, set a screen lock method, sign in to your Google™
account, select location services, and more.

Follow the remaining instructions to finish your phone setup.

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Airplane mode

Airplane mode turns off all functions that emit or receive signals while leaving
your phone on so you can use apps that don’t require a signal or data.

To turn on Airplane mode
1. From the Home screen, swipe up to access Apps and tap Settings @ .

2.Tap Network & internet % .
3.Slide the switch fo the On () position fo activate Airplane mode.
You will see the Airplane mode icon + in the Status bar.

To turn off Airplane mode
1. From the Home screen, swipe up to access Apps and tap Settings @ .

2.Tap Network & internet % .
3.Slide the switch to the Off (® ) position to deactivate Airplane mode.

Your phone’s wireless connection features will be restored.

Tip: You can also access Airplane mode through the Quick Settings menu.
Swipe the Status bar down twice to access the Quick Settings menu and tap
Airplane mode (4 fo enable or disable data transmissions.

Note: If you do not see Airplane mode in the Quick Settings menu, swipe to
the right fo locate it.
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Enter text

You can type on your phone using one of the available touch screen
keyboards or Google Voice Typing.

Touch screen keyboards

Your phone offers Google touch screen keyboards for entering fext. The
keyboard appears automatically on-screen when you tap a text entry field,
and can be used in either portrait or landscape mode. You can also use
Google Voice Typing to enter text using your voice (see "Google Voice
Iyping” on page 40 for details).

Note: Keyboard layouts and options may change depending on the app
currently in use. For example, if you're enfering fext info a web search, a
Search icon may appear instead of an Enfer key.

The Google keyboard offers a traditional QWERTY keyboard setup for entering

Voice Recording
The voice recording feature allows you to record a voice clip and send the clip
via text message.

1. From Messages, fap '|||I' to access the voice recording feature.
2.Tap Record fo start the recording.

3.To erase and restart your recording tap Restart  © resart

4.Tap Cancel x = to cancel the recording.

5. Speak into your phone fo record your voice and tap Stop o tfoend
when you are finished recoding.
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6.Tap Play ° fo listen to your voice recording. If you are satisfied with your

recording, press Attach to attach your recorded voice clip to your
text message.

7. To delete the attached recording, fap €
8.To send the recording, tap Send .

You can type a message fo include with your voice recording before sending.
Your voice recording will be sent as a message attachment.
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Tips for editing text

Your phone has many options to make entfering text easier, including
copying. cutting, and pasting text, using voice-fo-text input, customizing the

user dictionary, using predictive text, and more.
To edit text you have already entered

1. Touch and hold or double-tap the text you would like to edit.
2.Drag the tabs to adjust the highlighted selection.
3.The following options will appear: Cut, Copy, Share, Select all (if there is

more than one word available o select), Paste (if you have text copied on
the clipboard), and Read aloud.

To insert new text

You will need a Google account fo access several phone features, such as
Gmail, Google Maps, Duo, and Google Play Store. Enter your Google account
information to access Google apps. These apps sync between your phone
and your online Google account.

Lock and unlock your screen
You can quickly turn your phone screen off when not in use, and unlock it
when you need it.

Note: For information on how to adjust the time before the screen turns off,
see “Display” on page 183.

Turn the screen off when not in use

To quickly turn the screen off, press the Power key. Pressing the Power key
while receiving an incoming call will turn off your phone screen and silence
the incoming call.

To save battery power, your phone screen will automatically furn off after
being idle for a period of fime. You will still be able fo receive messages and
calls while the phone'’s screen is off.

Turn the screen on and unlock it
1. To turn the screen on, press the Power key.
2.Swipe up from the bottom of the screen fo unlock it.

If you have set up a screen lock, you will be prompted to unlock your phone.
See "Screen lock” on page 204 for details.
