1.1 Keys and connectors
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Rear Camera

Power/Lock key

Press: Lock the screen/Light up the screen.
Press and hold the Power/Lock key and Volume
up key to show the popup menu to select from
Restart/Power off

Press and hold the Power/Lock key and Volume
down key to take a screenshot.

Press and hold the Power/Lock key for at least
10 seconds to force reboot.

Press and hold the Power/Lock key for 1s to
access Gemini.



Volume keys

e Adjust the media volume while listening to
music or a video.

e Adjust volume of notification alerts.

e While using the Camera app, press Volume up
or down key to take a photo or touch and hold
to take several photos.

[] NXTPAPER Key

e The Key has an LED light effect when pressed.

e Press once to choose and enable a NXTPAPER
mode: Regular Mode, Color Paper Mode, or Ink
Paper Mode.

e Press and hold to switch between NXTPAPER
modes.

e Access additional settings, go to Settings >
NXTPAPER Zone.



1.2 Getting started

1.2.1 Setting up

Step 1. If you need to replace the Nano SIM card and/
or insert an optional microSD™ card, use the SIM tool
provided in the box to open the SIM tray. Power off
the tablet before opening the SIM tray.
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Step 2. Remove the NANO SIM card/microSD™ card
tray.
Step 3. Position the SIM card and/or microSD™ card

in the tray correctly, aligning the cutout tab and gently
snap into place. Be sure the edges are aligned.
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Step 4. Slide the tray slowly into the SIM tray slot. It
only fits one direction. Do not force into place. Keep
the SIM tool in a safe place for future use.

NOTE: The microSD™ (up to 2TB) is sold separately.

Charging the battery

Charge your tablet fully before turning it on and
starting the setup process. Insert the small end of the
charging cable into the charger port on the tablet as
shown in the diagram and the other end of the USB
cable into your wall charger and plug it into a wall
outlet.



WARNING: Only use the cable supplied with the tablet.
Using incompatible chargers or tampering with the
charging port could damage your tablet and void the
warranty.

1.2.2 Powering on your tablet

NOTE: The first time you turn on your tablet, you may
need to activate it. Follow the on-screen instructions to
setup your tablet.

To turn on your tablet, press and hold the Power/Lock
key.

To turn on your screen, press the Power/Lock key.
Then enter PIN, password or draw your unlock pattern,
if necessary.



If you do not know or forget your unlock setting,
contact your network operator.
1.2.3 Powering off your tablet

To turn off your tablet, press and hold the Power/Lock
key and Volume up key, and tap Power off on the
screen when it appears.

1.3 Home screen

The Home screen provides quick access to all the items
(applications, shortcuts, folders and widgets) you used
most frequently.

Screen navigation
Back

Swipe from the left or right edge of the screen and an
arrow pops out, then release to return to the previous
screen.

Home

Swipe up from the thin line at the bottom of the
screen to take you back to the main Home screen.

Recent Apps

Drag a finger up from the thin line and hold it for a
while to get recent apps.
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@ Status bar

e Status/Notification indicators

e Swipe down to open the notifications panel.
@ Google Search bar

e Tap @ to enter text search screen.

e Tap @ to speak to Gemini.
@ Favorite applications tray

e Tap to open the application.

e Touch and hold to move or change applications.



Auto-rotate screen

The auto-rotate function allows the screen to be
displayed horizontally or vertically, depending on how
you hold the tablet. Change the screen orientation
by rotating the tablet to have a portrait or landscape
screen view.

From the home screen, swipe up to open the App
drawer, then tap Settings > Display > Auto-rotate
screen to enable the function.

1.3.1 Using the touchscreen

Tap %

Tap the screen with your finger to select items or press
buttons on the screen.

Touch and hold %

Touch and hold an item on the screen (such as a link in
a web page) to open available options.

Drag %

To drag, touch and hold an item and move it to a new
position.



Swipe %

Swipe by quickly sliding your finger in any direction.

Multi-touch

Pinch or spread your thumb and index finger to zoom
in or out.

The tablet also supports one finger zooming in Camera
and Photos. Double tap the screen to zoom in/out.
1.3.2 Status bar

From the Status bar, you can view both tablet status
and notification information.

Swipe down the status bar to view notifications and
swipe down again to enter the Quick Settings Panel.

Swipe up to close the Quick Settings Panel.

Notification panel

When there are notifications, slide down the Status
bar to open the Notification panel to read detailed
information.
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MANAGE CLEARALL

Clear all notifications (ongoing
notifications will remain)

Quick Settings panel

Swipe down again from the Notification panel to open
the Quick Settings panel. You can enable or disable
functions or change modes by tapping the icons.

MANAGE CLEARALL

Open Settings to view the full list
of settings.
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1.3.3 Locking and unlocking your screen

To protect your tablet and privacy, you can lock the
tablet with a pattern, PIN, or password.

Creating a screen lock/unlock setting

From the Home screen, swipe up to open the App
drawer, then tap Settings > Security & privacy > Device
unlock > Screen lock.

Choose your lock preference and follow the prompts.
e None: disable screen lock.
e Swipe: swipe to unlock screen.

e Pattern: create a pattern you must draw to unlock
the screen.

e PIN: a numeric PIN you must enter to unlock the
screen.

e Password: an alphanumeric password that you must
enter to unlock your screen.

e Face Unlock: unlock your tablet by using the front
camera to register your face.

1. Before using the face key, you need to set a
pattern/PIN/password.

2. Hold your tablet 8-20 inches from your face.
Position your face in the square shown on the screen.
For best results, we suggest that the face key is enrolled
indoors and away from direct sunlight.
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To lock tablet screen

e After you set up the screen lock, press the Power/
Lock key once to lock the screen.

To unlock the tablet screen

After you set up the screen lock, press the Power/Lock
key once to light up the screen. If applicable, draw the
unlock pattern you have created, or enter your PIN or
password.

If you have chosen Swipe as the screen lock, you can
press the Power/Lock key to light up the screen, then
swipe up to unlock the screen.

Swipe up to unlock the screen.

1.3.4 Personalizing your Home screen

Add

You can touch and hold a folder, an application or a
widget and drag the item to your preferred Home
screen.

Reposition

Touch and hold an item and drag it to the desired
position and then release. You can move items both
on the Home screen and the Favorite applications tray.
Hold the icon on the left or right edge of the screen to
drag the item to another Home screen.

Remove

Touch and hold an item and drag it up to the top of the
Remove icon, then release.

Create folders

To improve the organization of shortcuts or applications
on the Home screen and the Favorite applications tray,
you can add them to a folder by stacking one item on
top of another. To rename a folder, open it and tap the
folder’s title bar to input the new name.
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Wallpaper customization

Touch and hold an empty area on the Home screen,
then tap Wallpapers & style > Change wallpaper to
customize wallpaper.

1.3.5 Widgets and recently used applications
Widgets

Touch and hold the empty area on the Home screen,
then tap Widgets to display all widgets.

Move the selected widget by dragging it to your
preferred screen.

Recently used applications

Drag a finger up from the thin line and hold it for a few
seconds to view recently used apps. Tap a thumbnail in
the window to open the application.

Swipe up on an app thumbnail to close the application.

Swipe the screen left or right to view all the running
applications. Tap Clear all to close all of them.

1.3.6 Volume adjustment

Using the volume key

Press the Volume up or down key to adjust the volume.
To activate the silent mode, press the Volume down key
until the tablet is silent.

Using the settings menu

From the Home screen, tap Settings > Sound & Vibration
to set the volume for media, alarms, notifications etc.

Or press the Volume key, and then tap == from the
pop-up menu to view Alarm, Ring and Media volume
settings.

2.1 Using the onscreen keyboard
On-screen keyboard settings

Go to Settings > System > Keyboard, tap the keyboard
you want to set up and a series of settings will become
available.

Adjust the on-screen keyboard orientation

Turn the tablet sideways or upright to adjust the
onscreen keyboard orientation. You can adjust it by
changing the settings (go to Settings > Display > Auto-
rotate screen).

2.1.1 Gboard
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@ Enter text or numbers.

(2] Tap to insert a period. Touch and hold to select

different punctuation symbols.

(3] Tap to open an emoji list.

O Tap to switch to symbol and numeric keyboard.

(5] Tap to switch between uppercase and lowercase

letters.

(6] Tap to open keyboard settings.
@ Touch and hold to record audio.

2.2 Text editing

Touch and hold the text you want to edit.
Drag the tabs to change the selected text.

The following options will appear: Transtate, Cut,
Copy, Share and Select all.

If you have previously cut or copied any text, tap the
tab to show Paste which allows you to paste any text
in a new text box or other location.

Contacts enables quick and easy access to the contact
you want to reach.

You can view and create contacts on your tablet and
synchronize them with your Gmail contacts or other
applications.

3.1.1 View your Contacts

To view your contacts, tap Contacts & from the App

drawer.

Deleted contacts will also be removed from other
applications on the tablet or web the next time
you synchronize your tablet.

3.1.2 Adding a contact
Tap + in the contact list to create a new contact.

Enter the contact's name and other contact information.

@ Select a picture or take a photo for the contact.
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® When finished, tap Save to save the contact
information.

Add to/Remove from Favorites

To add a contact to favorites, you can tap a contact to
view details then tap Yy to add the contact to favorites.

The contact will now appear in your favorites list within
the application.

To remove a contact from favorites, tap ¢ on the
contact details screen.
3.1.3 Editing your contacts

To edit contact information, tap #* in the contact
details screen.

When finished, tap Save to save.

3.1.4 Use Quick contact for Android

Tap a contact in your contacts list to open Quick
Contact information. To send a message, tap © .

The icons available on the Quick Contact panel depend
on the information you have for the contact and the
applications and accounts on your tablet.
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3.1.5 Importing, exporting and
sharingcontacts

Import contacts:

Tap Contacts & from the App drawer. Tap Organize >
Import from file on the screen, then select contact file
to import.

Export contacts:

Tap Contacts ® from the App drawer. Tap Organize >
Export to file on the screen, then name the file to be
exported then tap SAVE. The selected contact will be
automatically exported as VCF file.

3.1.6 Displaying contacts

You can choose your display preference. Tap Organize
and then Settings > Sort by to sort the list by First
name or Last name.
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3.1.7 Synchronizing contacts in multiple
accounts

Contacts, data or other information can be synchronized
from multiple accounts, depending on the applications
installed on your tablet.

To add an account, tap Contacts @ from the App
drawer, then tap Organize > Settings > Accounts.
Alternatively, from the App drawer, go to Settings >
Accounts > Add account.

You are required to select the kind of account you are
adding, like Google, Exchange, etc.

As with other account setups, you need to enter
detailed information, such as username and password.

You can remove an account and all associated
information from the tablet. Tap the account you want
to delete and select REMOVE ACCOUNT to confirm.

Auto-sync

On the Accounts screen, tap Automatically sync app
data. When activated, all changes to information on
the tablet or online will be automatically synchronized.

Text on your tablet by pairing your phone through
Messages. To open Messages, tap @ from the home

screen, or within the App drawer.
4.1 Pairing with PC or Smartphone

1. Open Messages by tapping on the home screen, or
within the App drawer.

2. There are two ways to pair:

- Tap Pair with QR code on your tablet, then scan the
QR code with your phone to pair.

- Tap Sign In to connect your Google account with
Messages.

3. Follow the on-screen instructions to confirm
successful pairing.
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4.2 Write a new message

On the message list screen, tap Eakkad to write text/
multimedia messages.

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4.3 Manage messages

When receiving a message, (, will appear on the
Status bar as a notification. Swipe down the Status bar
to open the Notification panel. Tap the new message
to open and read it. You can also access the Messages
application and tap the message to open it.

Messages are displayed in conversation threads.

Tap a conversation thread to enter the message
composing screen.

To adjust message settings, tap E and select Message
settings.
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B calendar and Clock..............

5.1 Calendar

You can use Calendar to keep track of important
meetings, appointments, etc.

To view the calendar and create events, swipe up from
the Home screen, then tap Calendar.

5.1.1 Multimode view

You can display the Calendar by Schedule, Day, 3 days,
Week, or Month, tap icon = to change your view.

5.1.2 To create new events

You can add new events from any Calendar view.
e Tap + .

e Fill in all required information for this new event. If it
is a whole-day event, you can select All-day.

e To add invitees to an event, enter email addresses
separated by commas. Invitees will receive a calendar
invitation by email.

e When finished, tap Save from the top of the screen.
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To quickly create an event from the Week view screens,
tap an empty spot to select a target area which will then

turn D then tap the icon to create the new event.

5.1.3 To delete or edit an event

To delete or edit an event, tap the event to enter its
details screen. Tap # to edit the event or tap ¢ and
then Delete to delete.

5.1.4 Event reminder

If a reminder is set for an event, the upcoming event
icon will appear on the Status bar as a notification
when the reminder time arrives.

Swipe down the Status bar to open the Notification
panel and touch an event name to view the Calendar
notification list.

Tap the Back button to keep the reminders pending in
the Status bar and the Notification panel.
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5.2 Clock

Your tablet has a built-in clock.

To view the current time, world clock, alarm, countdown
and stopwatch, swipe up from the Home screen, then
open the Clock app by tapping the icon 6

5.2.1 Clock

To view the world clock, tap = within the Clock app.

Tap ‘ to add a time zone.

5.2.2 Alarm

From the Clock screen, tap @ to enter the Alarm
screen.

Turn on @M to enable the alarm.
Tap ‘ to add a new alarm.

Tap a currently existing alarm to enter the alarm editing
screen.

Tap @) to delete the selected alarm.

5.2.3 Timer

From the Clock screen, tap E to enter the Timer
screen.

e Enter the time. The time should be typed in hour,
minute and second number sequence.

e Tap (® to start the countdown.

From the Clock screen, tap to enter the Stopwatch
screen.

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Tap : and then Settings to access Clock, Timers and
Alarms settings.
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6 Multimedia applications.......

6.1 Camera
To take a photo or video, tap @ from the Home screen.

@ Switch between front and rear camera.

@ Pinch fingers together to zoom out, or spread
fingers apart to zoom in.

@ View the photos or videos you have taken.
@ Tap here to take a photo.
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To take a photo

Tap m to capture. The photo will be automatically
saved. You can also touch and hold a to take burst
shots.

To take a video

Tap VIDEO to change the camera mode to video, then
tap ‘e to start video recording. You can also tap the
icon (®) to take a picture during video recording.

Tap ‘L_','] to pause video recording and tap ‘¢ to
continue. Tap @ to stop recording. The video will be
automatically saved.

6.2 Google Photos

Google Photos acts as a media player for you to view
photos and play videos.

To view the photos you have taken, swipe up from the
Home screen, then tap Photos.

Pictures and videos are displayed in Photos.
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Album view in Full-screen

Working with pictures

Find the picture you want to work on, and tap the
picture to enter the full-screen picture view.

Tap < to share the picture.

Tap to Edit the picture. You can add a filter, adjust
the picture color, and crop, straighten or rotate the
picture.

Tap to use Google Lens to analyze the photo and
deliver search results.

Tap |@] to delete this picture.
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Tap ¢ to Print or select Use as to set the picture as
Contact photo or Wallpaper.

Google apps are preinstalled on your tablet to improve
work efficiency and help you enjoy life.

This manual briefly introduces the apps. For detailed
features and user guides, refer to related websites or
the introduction provided in the apps.

You are recommended to register with a Google
Account to enjoy full functionality.

8.1 Chrome

A web browser with which you can surf the internet.

Your bookmarks, browsing history, and settings across
all devices on which the browser is installed can be
synchronized with your Google Account.

8.2 Gmail

As Google's web-based email service, Gmail is
configured when you first set up your tablet. With this
application, you can send and receive emails, manage
emails by labels, archive emails, etc. Emails can be
automatically synchronized with your Gmail account.
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8.3 Maps

Google Maps offers satellite imagery, street maps, 360°
panoramic views of streets, real-time traffic conditions,
and route planning for traveling by foot, car, or public
transportation. By using this application, you can get
your own location, search for a place, and get suggested
route planning for your trips.

8.4 YouTube

YouTube is an online video-sharing application where
users can upload, view, and share videos. Available
content includes video clips, TV clips, music videos,
and other content such as video blogging, short original
videos, and educational videos. It supports a streaming
function that allows you to start watching videos
almost as soon as they begin downloading from the
internet.

8.5 Play Store

Serves as the official app store for the Android operating
system, allowing users to browse and download
applications and games. Applications are either free of
charge or at a cost.
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In Play Store, search for the app you need, download
it and then follow the guide to install the app. You
can also uninstall, update an app, and manage your
downloads.

8.6 Files

A file storage and synchronization service created by
Google, which allows users to store, share and edit
files. Files are kept secure and can be accessed from
any device by logging in to your Google Account. Files
or folders can be shared privately with other Google
Account users.

9.1 My device

View specifications for your tablet, including the tablet
software version, Android OS version, CPU type,
camera, and storage.

You can also check legal information, build number,
status and other specs.

9.2 Wi-Fi

You can connect to the Internet when your tablet is
within range of a wireless network. Wi-Fi can be used
on your tablet even without a SIM card inserted.

To turn Wi-Fi on and connect to a wireless network
o Tap Settings > Wi-Fi.
e Turn on @B®.

e Once Wi-Fi is turned on, detected Wi-Fi networks
are listed.
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e Tap a Wi-Fi network to connect to it. If the network
you selected is secured, you are required to enter a
password or other credentials. When finished, tap
CONNECT.

To add a Wi-Fi network

When Wi-Fi is on, you can add new Wi-Fi networks
according to your preference.

e Tap Settings > Wi-Fi.

e Tap Add network.

e Enter the name of the network and any required
network information.

e Tap CONNECT.

To forget a Wi-Fi network

The following steps prevent automatic connections to
networks which you no longer wish to use.

e Turn on Wi-Fi, if it's not already on.

e On the Wi-Fi screen, tap the name of the saved
network.

o Tap FORGET in the dialog that opens.

9.3 Bluetooth

Bluetooth is a short-range wireless communication
technology that you can use to exchange data, or
connect to other Bluetooth devices for various uses.
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To turn on Bluetooth

e Tap Settings > Bluetooth.

e Turn on Bluetooth &9

Your device name and other available devices will
appear on screen.

To rename your device

Tap Settings > Bluetooth.

Turn on Bluetooth &9

Tap Device name.

e Enter a name, and tap RENAME to confirm.

To pair/connect your tablet with a Bluetooth device

To exchange data with another device, you need to turn
Bluetooth on and pair your tablet with the Bluetooth
device with which you want to exchange data.

e Tap Settings > Bluetooth.

e Turn Bluetooth on and tap a Bluetooth device you
want to pair your tablet with in the list.

e In the dialog that pops up, tap PAIR to confirm.

e If the pairing is successful, your tablet will be
connected to the device.

To unpair from a Bluetooth device
e Tap e beside the device you want to unpair from.
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e Tap Forget to confirm.

9.4 Network & internet

Enable data roaming, check the network connection
you are using or create a new access point.

9.5 Connections

9.5.1 Airplane mode

Turn on Airplane mode @B to simultaneously disable
all wireless connections including Wi-Fi, Bluetooth and
more.

9.5.2 Hotspot & tethering

To share your tablet's data connection via USB and
Bluetooth, or as a mobile hotspot, go to Settings >
Connections > Hotspot & tethering > Mobile hotspot
to change password and configure your mobile hotspot.

9.5.3 Data usage

View settings related to your data usage and set data
limit. Your data connection will be disabled when
the specified limit is reached. You can also choose
a data usage cycle to view the statistics and related
applications of used data by your tablet.
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Note: Your network provider may count data usage
differently.

9.54 VPN

Virtual private networks (VPNs) allow you to connect
to the resources inside a secured local network from
outside that network. VPNs are commonly deployed
by corporations, schools, and other institutions so
that their users can access local network resources
when not inside that network, or when connected to a
wireless network.

To add a VPN
e Tap Settings > Connections > VPN and then tap +.

e On the screen that opens, follow your network
administrator's instructions to configure each
component of the VPN settings.

e Tap SAVE.

The VPN is added to the list on the VPN settings
screen.

@ Before adding a VPN, set a screen lock for your
tablet.

To connect/disconnect to/from VPN

To connect to a VPN:
e Tap Settings > Connections > VPN.
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e The VPNs you have added are listed. Tap the VPN
you want to connect with.

e In the dialog that opens, enter any requested
credentials and touch CONNECT.
To disconnect from a VPN:

e Tap the VPN you want to disconnect from. In the
dialog that opens, tap DISCONNECT.

To edit/delete a VPN
To edit a VPN:

e Tap Settings >Connections > VPN.

e The VPNs you have added are listed. Tap the §83 icon
next to the VPN you want to edit.

o After editing, tap SAVE.
To delete a VPN:

o Tap the £ icon next to the selected VPN, then tap
FORGET to delete it.

9.5.5 Private DNS

Select the private DNS mode for the tablet. Domain
Name Service makes searching the Internet easier to
use. You may select Automatic (default), Off or Private
DNS.
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9.5.6 Cast

This function can transmit your tablet content to a
television or other device capable of supporting video
over Wi-Fi connection.

e Tap Settings > Connections> Cast.
e Turn on Use Cast.
e Tap the device name you want to connect.

Note: Wi-Fi connection is required to use Cast.

9.5.7 UsB

With the USB cable, you can transfer media files
and other files between your internal storage and a
computer. Tap Settings > Connections > USB , select
File transfer, PTP, or No data transfer.

9.5.8 Printing

Tap Printing to activate Print services. You can select
your Default print service or choose Add printer.
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9.5.9 Quick Share

Quick Share is a service to send and receive files
between Android devices located at proximity. A list
of devices will appear in your proximity when using
the Quick Share feature, which you can share content
with. When you tap on the device, the device owner
will be notified with the option to accept or decline
the file you are sharing. Google's Quick Share will then
automatically choose the best protocol for fast and
easy sharing using Bluetooth, Bluetooth Low Energy,
WebRTC or peer-to-peer Wi-Fi. This means you can
use Quick Share even when you are completely offline.

9.6 Home screen & lock screen

Wallpapers & style

Choose the default pictures or use photos as wallpaper.
Home settings

- Set Home screen style and Home screen grid size.

- Enable App icon badges, you can choose shown
with number or show without number when there are
notifications.

- Enable or disable Fill empty cells, that is, when apps
are removed the empty cells will be filled automatically.
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- Enable Google feed, you will enjoy the news feed
service when swiping right from Home screen.

Lock screen settings
Notifications on lock screen

Set to show all notifications or don't show any
notification.

Lock screen message

Set a message to display on the lock screen while the
screen is locked.

Wake screen for notifications:
When enabled, the screen will light up for notifications.
Control from locked device

Control external devices without unlocking your tablet
if allowed by the device controls app.

9.7 NXTPAPER zone

NXTPAPER offers superior image quality with reduced
glare and reflections. With the display on, press
NXTPAPER Key or go to Settings > NXTPAPER zone
to change NXTPAPER mode, you can select your
preferred mode.
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Use the NXTPAPER Zone to customize the actions on
your NXTPAPER Key, test the different modes, and
specify additional settings.

e Regular Mode: High definition bright original colors
display effect.
